Adapted from the Student Television Network (STN) Nationals Category Criteria

Content and Storytelling (1 10- points possible)
• Has a clear beginning, middle, and end, with an appropriate attention

getting beginning
• Story sticks to main topic and is focused
• Story is compelling, memorable, building interest in the viewer
• Soundbites are appropriate and relevant
• Script/Narration is in appropriate broadcast style
• Good use of natural sound - music used sparingly and only if it advances

the content and storytelling

Total Points for Content and Storytelling (1-10)

Creative Production and Presentation (1 10- points possible)
• Reporters voice is clear and strong, appearing credible with a strong

presence
• Video matches audio
• Good overall pacing
• Footage appropriate to topic
• Titles and graphics used appropriately
• Interesting but not obtrusive camera angles are used
